Mr. Miller, thank you for the information you provided under email date of August 13, 2012. | would appreciate some
clarification. Again, standardized testing is not what | would identify as one of my “fund of knowledge” areas (although
that may be changing!), so if you need to explain why an answer might not be able to be provided that “fits” the
guestion exactly, please feel free to provide an additional narrative discussion.

A. Inresponse to question 1.b., you provided the 7/25/11 BOC conference call minutes which include an approved
motion stating: "... BOC will make the necessary changes to align its other certification educational eligibility
with NCOPE’s, effective 1/1/2012.”

Al Can you document whether that deadline/target was met, and what the “necessary changes” are/were,
and how and when they were achieved?

Our new O&P requirements will take effect January 1, 2013 per what has been termed “The Historic
Agreement.” This agreement among the five leading O&P agencies set minimum educational standards for
orthotists and prosthetists after that date.

A2 It may be beyond the scope of the original question, but | am confused by the sentence that follows the
one quoted above, i.e.: “Any resulting changes will be publicized and any candidates who apply by 12/31/2011
will be “grandfathered in” to the requirements in place on their application date.”

A.2.1 The sentence appears to indicate that educational standards and/or testing requirements that are
enacted or approved on or after 1/1/2012 will be waived for those who submitted an application prior
to that date.

Candidates in the pipeline will have finished their requirements prior to the new educational standards
taking effect January 1, 2013.

A.2.2 Does that indicate an allowance for educational portfolio only, or does that indicate that a
different test would be administered for those with active applications under the prior educational
standards?

As with the pedorthists, this is an educational upgrade. The test remains the same for both groups.
